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GARNETT – Voters in the city chose 
494-285 against adding two city com -
missioners to the city’s governing 
body last week in a mail-in election 
in which some 1,100 voters simply 
refused to participate.
 The final tally showed the mail 
ballot election, which most observ -
ers expected to yield a higher level 

of response, to have actually pro -
duced 241 less participants than the 
November 2018 vote, according to the 
initial unofficial results. The mail bal -
lot vote reflected 34 percent of the total 
registrants in the city.
 Anderson County Clerk Julie 
Wettstein released the totals 
Wednesday, shortly after the noon 
deadline closed the submission of bal -
lots.
 Wettstein said more than 400 of 
some 2,300 ballots mailed out to those 
registered on the city’s voting rolls 
were returned as undeliverable. A 
total of 2,287 ballots were mailed, she 
said.

 The results of the vote reflect a 
lower than expected degree of partic -
ipation from local voters, particular -
ly for a mail ballot election, which 
itself became an issue between county 
commissioners for the added expense 
it required compared to a walk-in 
poll election. The previous cost of 
the election was estimated at around 
$7,500, but Wettstein said Monday the 
cost came out to around $8,200 when 
totaled. 
 The decision by voters means no 
changes will be made to the city’s 
charter, which commissioners Greg 
Gwin and Brigitte Brecheisen-Huss 
pressed for a revision over commis -

sioner Jody Cole’s protests in order 
to add two new commission positions 
to the existing three-member commis -
sion. The issue was the subject of an 
advisory vote in the fall of 2018, when 
a larger turnout of voters during the 
general election approved the idea 
553-496.      
 Mayor Greg Gwin said he was not 
surprised at the lower participation 
considering only one question was 
on the ballot and the fact that it was 
an off-year election, but he was sur -
prised at the broad difference in the 
outcome compared to the November 
2018 vote. He said the petition process 
that brought the initial decision to 

a vote probably helped promote the 
“no” votes.
 “With the petition drive and hit -
ting people up specifically, that might 
have motivated them to vote whereas 
others might not have been as impas -
sioned about it,” Gwin said.
 “As I see it right now, this is the 
will of the people at this time – sobe -
it,” he said.
 Huss said the difference in partici -
pation had to do with a more popular 
fall election that drove more voters to 
the polls. She said a broader concern 
is that people seem more interested 
in voting state and national elections

City voters say ‘stay with three’

GARNETT – A Missouri man is expected 
to face theft charges in Anderson County 
after he allegedly drove off with a motor -
cycle advertised online for sale by a local 
man.
 Garnett Police Chief Kurt King told city 
commissioners in a monthly summary 
report last week officers were called to 

the 300 block of Madison Street, where a 
victim told them about the sale gone bad.
 King said officers were told the motor -
cycle had been for sale and a contact made 
via Facebook. When the subject came to 
see the bike he asked to test drive it, and 
when he did, he never came back.
 Officers investigated and two days later 

recovered the motorcycle and the suspect 
in Amsterdam, Mo. King said last week 
the subject had not yet been arrested on 
these particular charges due to delays in 
obtaining a Missouri warrant, but that he 
expected local charges to be filed eventual -
ly in Anderson County District Court.

GARNETT – Local con -
tributors ponied up $4,234 
this year for July’s annual 
Liberty Festival fireworks 
display at Lake Garnett 
Park, but the number fell 
short and may put next 
year’s event in peril, a city 
official told city commis -
sioners last week.
 Community Development 
Director Susan Wettstein, 
in a monthly department 
report to commissioners, 
said the city had purchased 
$5,500 in fireworks for the 
July event anticipating cov -
ering the costs with dona -
tions. Leftover funds from 
last year were used to cover 
this year’s deficit, she said.
 “We will need to look 
at possibly backing off the 
number of fireworks we 
order next year to be sure 
we can cover the costs,” 
Wettstein told commission -

ers, “or think outside the 
box to raise funds.
 In 2017 the event took in 
$5,600 and paid some $4,800 
for the show. City employees 
took over the annual fire -
works display several years 
ago after the local Chamber 
of Commerce gave up the 
event due to costs and finan -
cial challenges in the organi -
zation.
 Costs and higher insur -
ance rates have reduced 
the number of small towns 
still holding the annual 
displays. Even Lawrence, 
city officials cut back their 
annual show two years ago 
from some $19,000 to $5,000. 
Events which used to be cov -
ered with $1 million in liabil -
ity insurance coverage have 
jumped to $5 million cover -
age requirement in recent 
years.

tor of the Anderson County 
Development Agency, said 
the project would be a reve -
nue enhancer for certain local 
businesses that they shouldn’t 
ignore.
 “They may want to make 
some changes in their hours 
that fit better with those work -
ers if they’re working shifts,” 
Turnipseed said. “They 
may want to take a mobile 
approach to some of their 
products and services, like 
offering carryout or delivery 
to the worksites – and they 
want to make sure they mar -
ket themselves to those work -
ers to let them know where to 
find them.”
   Such projects have made 
major impacts in other com -
munities across the country, 
as natural gas production and 
infrastructure have expand -
ed due to advances in tech -
nology to capture gas and 
better efforts to market it to 
purchasers. The Midship 
Pipeline project in western 
Oklahoma, for example, con -

structed a new pipeline as part 
of a $1 billion investment in 
gas transportation facilities. 
Midship estimated about 1,300 
jobs were created during the 
construction phase. Besides 
impact on local economies due 
to construction, the company 
made some $200,000 in dona-
tion to emergency responder 
agencies in the affected ter -
ritories and contributed to a 
number of youth programs in 
the region.
 An uptick in traffic at 
Garnett’s local motels also 
means an increase in the city’s 
transient guest tax collections, 
which fund marketing efforts 
for local events, festivals and 
tourism endeavors. City offi -
cials have noted that fund has 
been reduced in recent years, 
as local construction projects 
waned and local motels booked 
fewer rooms to workers.
 The FERC filing estimates 
the project will begin in 
January 2020 if there are no 
regulatory delays.

than they do local measures 
where they can have more 
impact.
 “I do not think that it was 
because there was a lack of 
interest in the issue, that peo -
ple did not return their ballots, 
so much as it is a disinterest 
in voting generally,” Huss 
said. “Many people believe 
that their vote does not mat -
ter. Unfortunately, in Garnett, 
this mistaken perception was 
reinforced when the will of the 
majority participating in the 
last election was undermined.”



 As if Kathleen Sebelius didn’t have enough 
of a burden in just towing her existing public 
service record through the process of consid -
ering a run for the U.S. Senate, now she has to 
deal with her participation in a book penned by 
a disgraced former journalist caught sexually 
harassing women.
 Mark Halperin’s soon-to-be released Trump-
bashing book “How to Beat Trump: America’s 
Top Political Strategists on What It Will Take,” 
was supposed to give 75 other top Democrats 
another crack at hammering the president prior 
to the election of 2020 (like we don’t see them do 
it daily on CNN, NBC or MSNBC).
 Since there’s plenty of opportunity to hear 
these folks demean and accuse the president 
and his policies on every nightly newscast, 
Halperin’s victims, who said he rubbed his body 
parts on them when they were co-workers at 
his major network jobs, say those interviews 
by liberal big-wigs are just a way to subsidize 
Halperin’s now jobless status. That’s got vagi -
na hat wearing America hating on not just 
Halperin and the publisher who put together 
the book deal, but also the gang of liberals who 
agreed to offer their quotes to give it content.
 Halperin, as you’ll recall, was fired by MSNBC 
in 2017 after several women came forward to 
accuse him of trying to play slap and tickle 
with them when he was at ABC in the 1990s and 
2000s. He’s now the torpedo in the punch bowl – 
about as likely to be invited to a Democrat wine 
and cheese party as Kevin Spacey is to get a 
Hollywood LGBTQ Sensitivity Award.
 What it amounts to is another blind misstep 
in judgment by Sebelius, whose record to date 
as the most economically damaging governor 
in Kansas history should be enough to give any 
voter in the upcoming race for Pat Roberts’ 
senate seat pause. But it’s hard to analyze judg -
ment for these leaders of the Left considering 
the passionate hatred they feel for Trump. It’s 
much the same as blaming a 16 year-old driver 
for crossing the center line when he realizes he 
has a wasp in his car.
 But judgment has never been Sebelius’ strong 
suit. As Western Kansas will never forget, she 
was integral in stopping a $3 billion invest -
ment there – the largest political scuttling in 
Kansas economic history – when she and her 
administration refused to allow construction 
of a major coal-powered electrical generating 

facility upgrade at Holcomb back in 2007. Forget 
the fact that the Kansas economy always needs 
jobs and the recession that would follow would 
threaten the financial foundation of hundeds of 
thousands of Kansans who could have used a leg 
up. Sebelius was bucking for a plumb job in the 
Obama administration after 2008, and she des -
perately wanted her shining liberal light from 
the plains to be noticed in Washington.
 Like they say: Be careful what you wish 
for. Sebelius’ ring kissing paid off when she 
was knighted by Obama to head Health and 
Human Services in 2009. For five years she tried 
to administrate Obama’s Intro To Socialized 
Medicine program and even worse, to get the 
fiasco of a sign-up website to fly. She resigned in 
2014, partially because of her disastrous perfor -
mance and partly as Obama’s scapegoat.
 So what was Sebelius thinking when she 
agreed to be interviewed for Halperin’s book? 
Was there any consideration of the man’s infa -
my as one of 2017’s biggest names in what’s 
become the never ending #metoo scandal? Was 
there any consideration for the victims of his 
perversity?
 It had to be the hate.
 The nation’s biggest liberals so despise 
Trump that they’re willing to forego just about 
any value – even their own – if there’s a chance 
to stick it to Trump. It is a crazed condition in 
the classic vein of cutting off your nose to spite 
your face. Thankfully, it probably cost Sebelius 
any chance of running for, much less winning, 
Robert’s Senate seat.
 For Sebelius there’s really only one question: 
What’s next?
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 The Jeffrey Epstein case establishes beyond 
a doubt that if you’re a sexual predator, it pays 
to be a rich and connected sexual predator. 
 Epstein, now dead of an apparent suicide 
before his accusers had their day in court, 
worked the system and benefited from advan -
tages and breaks unimaginable to anyone who 
didn’t jet around with influential friends. 
 The multimillionaire financier who lived 
in Palm Beach, Florida, and Manhattan, N.Y., 
used his resources to build a network of sex -
ual predation and then used his resources to 
escape meaningful legal punishment. Even 
after registering as a sex offender, he lived a 
life of ease and glamour unavailable to even 
most of the 1 percent. 
 Epstein was the Jay Gatsby of sexual abuse, 
relying on his wealth to perfume over what 
should have been the overwhelming smell of 
sulfur.
 He hired a highly credentialed, aggres -
sive legal team that wooed and overawed 
prosecutors who were supposed to hold him 
accountable for his crimes. A decade ago, the 
state prosecutor in Florida took a pass, and 
former Trump Labor Secretary Alex Acosta, 
the U.S. attorney for Southern Florida at the 
time, applied the minimal possible sanction 
while affording Epstein every possible consid -
eration. 
 In a letter explaining his handling of the 
case, Acosta described “a year-long assault 
on the prosecution and the prosecutors.” The 

proper response of an office invested with 
the awesome powers of government, arrayed 
against a lowlife and his hired guns, should 
have been to double down. Instead, Acosta’s 
office buckled. 
 If any of the nameless victims had been rich 
or famous themselves and able to hire an Alan 
Dershowitz or a Jay Lefkowitz, the result sure -
ly would have been different. A couple of years 
ago, Taylor Swift pursued, on principle, an 
assault case against a man who groped her at 
a meet-and-greet, and won a symbolic $1. But 
none of the Epstein’s victims were anything 
like Taylor Swift. They were selected for abuse 
-- because they were vulnerable. And failed by 

their government -- because they were vulner -
able.
Having minimized Epstein’s offense in 
Florida, his lawyers got busy minimizing the 
consequences. They somehow convinced a 
prosecutor in the office of Manhattan District 
Attorney Cyrus Vance to petition a judge 
to lower Epstein’s sex-offender status. The 
shocked judge rejected it out of hand.
 This held true to the pattern -- all mistakes 
always worked in Epstein’s favor. 
 It was a mistake that Epstein got to leave 
12 hours a day, six days a week, while briefly 
in jail in Palm Beach so he could pursue his 
“work” (including bilking one of his clients). 
It was a mistake that New York City police 
didn’t enforce the requirement that Epstein 
check in every 90 days as required under his 
sex-offender status.
 All the while, Epstein continued to socialize 
with fancy people, buying his way into their 
company and entertaining the great and the 
good at his New York City mansion. It was 
only when the Miami Herald unearthed the 
enormity of his crimes that Epstein’s world 
began to unravel. 
 It shouldn’t be possible for a hideous mon -
ster to game the American system of justice, 
but it’s exactly what Jeffrey Epstein did, from 
loathsome beginning to unforgivable end.

Money allowed Epstein to game the system

More questions for Kalamity Kate 

 If you turn on the news, you will find one 
story after another about murder, drugs, theft 
and other crimes. These incidents are not only 
happening in big cities; rural areas and small 
towns are dealing with an increasing amount 
of crime.
 Our young professional group recently 
toured the offices of our police, sheriff and 
county jail. The visit was eye opening because 
I have almost no interaction with law enforce -
ment. An important takeaway was the offi -
cers’ request for our participation in public 
safety and community vigilance. Law enforce -
ment officials often rely on community infor -
mants and private security footage to capture 
criminals.
 There is a lot of truth to the saying nothing 
goes unnoticed in a small town. If crime or 
anything else is happening in your neigh -
borhood, someone knows about it, and they 
will probably tell you 
about it. Unless they 
don’t know you.
 Growing up in a 
very small commu -
nity, I knew almost 
everyone in the 
whole town. In adult -
hood, that has not 
been the case. My 
education and career 
took me from coast to 
coast through sever -
al big cities over the 
course of a decade. During that time, I can 
count on one hand the number of neighbors I 
met.

 Honestly, I avoided them. I was busy, tired 
from work, had enough people in my life, I felt 
safer not knowing them and any other excuse 
that came to mind. None of my neighbors ever 

knocked on my door 
either. We were all 
content in our isolat -
ed lives.
 This seems to be a 
trend even in small 
communities. How 
many people actual -
ly take the time to 
welcome new neigh -
bors or go door-to-
door to meet people 
if they are new to the 
neighborhood?

 The technology and culture of our connect -
ed world have negated the need to interact 
with others because of their proximity.  The 
unintended consequence of this is our neigh -

borhoods are now filled with strangers who 
have no loyalty or reason to care.
 The problems this causes are deeper than 
just an occasional awkward interaction. Not 
knowing our neighbors is eroding communi -
ties.
 A podcast on the subject, featuring a crime 
prevention specialist Stephanie Mann, made 
me realize this unwillingness to meet neigh -
bors is part of the reason crime is seeping into 
our neighborhoods.  
 Mann says fixing community’s problems 
begins by the small step of meeting your 
neighbors. Simply knock on their door, ask 
what concerns they have about the neighbor -
hood and if they are willing to help.
 She highlighted multiple examples of 
this simple step working to bring neighbors 
together to stop vandalism by supporting the 
family of troubled teens. Another community 
documented license plate numbers for visitors 
to a known drug house while getting the mail 
and walking their dogs.
 Crime is not inevitable. Each one of us has 
the ability to help protect our family, friends 
and neighbors. Going outside our comfort 
zone to get to know our neighbors can create 
relationships and shared commitment to the 
goal of a achieving a safe and healthy commu -
nity.

And, from our experience of working in 
government offices, typically new staff are not 
employed at the highest end of the range unless, 
they maybe have substantial years of experience 
and knowledge. 
 Full Disclosure – Before we continue, we do 
want to make you aware that Sally did interview 
for the Assistant Appraiser position. This letter 
is only being written as a concerned taxpayer 
and property owner of Anderson County. And, 
like many of the public, we are tired of the unnec -
essary and wasteful spending and the continued 
increase of our property taxes and we wonder 
why!
 Mr. Wilson indicated he is “public servant.”  
As a recently hired “public servant” it certainly 
appears that he, with our County Commissioner’s 
blessing, want to spend as much of the County 
Appraiser’s budget, as possible.  Our guess, once 
again coming from the prospective of 50 years in 
government offices, is because it is more difficult 
to justify to the public why the end of fiscal year 
budget is in the black versus breaking even.

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A fall & fracture puts a 
halt to new excavating
  I know I’ve had excuses 
in the past for not getting my 
column written, but this past 
week’s takes the cake. 
 My excuse is, on Monday 
evening 5Aug2019 I took a 
hard fall and fractured my 
lower back vertabrae. I’m 
now in the recovery period 
of 4-6 weeks. What does this 
all mean? Unfortunately, no 
digging for awhile.
 So what shall I write about?  
I will share with you one of my 
latest projects I did right here 
in Garnett.
 As most of you’ve heard or 
read,the City of Garnett is in 
the planning stages to build a 
new Water Treatment Plant. 
 Under Kansas and Federal 
Laws before any major con -
struction project can begin, a 
contract archaeologist must be 
hired to conduct certain tests 
over the site selected to be built 
on. The reason for this is to 
look for evidence of Native 
American occupation, any past 
burial sites, and any evidence 

of cultural material. 
 The City of Garnett hired 
such an archaeologist from 
Oskaloosa, Ks., Mr. Tod Bevit. 
Tod is a very good friend of 
mine. 
 Tod came to Garnett on 
5April2019, conducted shov -
el tests over the entire site. 
Shovel testing consists of tak -
ing a shovel full of soil out and 
sifting it out through a screen, 
checking for any signs of arti -
fact material.
 After conducting many 
shovel tests over the entire 

area, eight shovel test holes 
turned up positive with broken 
bottle/window glass, dishware 
shards, old square nails, etc.
etc. 
 At the end of the survey 
this site was given its official 
recorded site number, 14AD21. 
The  14 stands for the State 
of Kansas, AD for Anderson 
County and 21 the 21st recorded 
site in Anderson County.
 Tod suggested that perhaps 
I should contact the State of 
Kansas Archaeologist’s, the 
City of Garnett and the pres -
ent President of the Kansas 
Anthropological Association 
Debra Aaron and ask for per -
mission to further excavate 
and investigate the positive 
test holes.

August 2009
 Linda Miller finished shav -
ing Chris Belcher’s head last 
week as his wife, Dr. Wendy 
Belcher, looked on. Friends and 
supporters of Dr. Belcher and 
her fight against cancer joined 
her for new “dos” last week. 
Twenty-one supporters got 
shaved, each raising money for 
the Anderson County Hospital 
WINGS chapter to help women 
in need. More than $4,000 was 
raised for the organization.

August 1999
 It could have been the end 
of an era. When Mike and 
Eileen Burns, owners of Burns 
Pharmacy, decided to move its 
downtown building to a high -
way location next to Country 
Mart, they, along with their 
customers, didn’t want to see 
yet another downtown busi -
ness close. Closing the location 
also meant the loss of Garnett’s 
old fashioned soda fountain, a 
refreshing fixture on the south 
side of the square for as long as 
most of the “regular” custom -
ers could remember. Taking a 
gamble, the Burnses decided 
to go ahead with the move, but 
kept the downtown building 
viable in a new business ven -
ture. The opening of Sodas and 
Such marks the first time since 

1914 that the building hasn’t 
been a drug store, but the front 
part of the building will stay 
open as a novelty/gift store 
and the soda fountain will stay 
in business.

August 1989
 On a service per population 
basis, Anderson County is one 
of only two counties in the six 
county area which is adequate -
ly medically served, according 
to a recently released report 
from the Kansas Hospital 
Association. In its annual 
Profiles of Kansas Hospitals, 
the association listed Anderson 
and Allen counties as being 
adequately medically serviced, 
the only two in the six coun -
ty region. Areas underserved 

were Coffey, Franklin, Miami, 
and Linn counties.. 

August 1979
 As schools got underway 
last week in both USD 365 and 
USD 479 in Anderson County 
the first full day attendance fig -
ures were released by both dis -
tricts. In 365, which includes 
the northern two-thirds of 
Anderson County, the total 
attendance was 1,201. In 479, in 
the southern third of the coun -
ty, attendance figures totaled 
328.

August 1919
 District court convened and 
the task that was taken up first 
was the trial of Ed Morey and 
William Graner, charged with 
burglary and grand larceny for 
robbing the Lone Elm bank 
on March 25th. The defendants 
previously stated that they 
were without money to employ 
counsel, but refused to accept 
counsel appointed by the court. 
They chose to conduct their 
own defense. After both sides 
presented their cases and 
the jury had time to deliber -
ate, they returned a verdict of 
guilty of burglary in the sec -
ond degree and grand larceny 
against both defendants. They 
were both sentenced for a term 
of five to ten years in prison.

BBB Scam Alert: Use caution  when 
asking for auto dials on smart devices?
Use Caution When Asking for 
Auto Dial from Your Smart 
Device
 August 16, 2019 – “Tell Alexa 
to play for your favorite song. 
Ask Siri about the weather. Use 
Google Assistant to turn down 
the air conditioner. But don’t 
ask your smart device to look 
up a phone number, because 
it may accidentally point 
you to a scam,” warns  Jim 
Hegarty, president and CEO 
of the Better Business Bureau 
(BBB) serving Nebraska, South 
Dakota, The Kansas Plains and 
Southwest Iowa. 

How the Scam Works: 
 You need the phone number 
for a company, so you ask your 
home’s smart device – such as 
Google Home, Siri, or Alexa 
– to find and dial it for you.  
But when the company’s “rep -
resentative” answers, the con -
versation takes a strange turn. 
This representative has some 
odd advice! They may insist 
on your paying by wire trans -
fer or prepaid debit card. In 
other cases, they may demand 
remote access to your comput -
er or point you to an unfamiliar 
website.
 It turns out, that this “repre -
sentative” isn’t from the com -
pany at all. Scammers create 
fake customer service numbers 
and bump them to the top of 
search results, often by pay -
ing for ads. When Siri, Alexa, 

or another device does a voice 
search, the algorithm may acci -
dentally pick a scam number.  
 One recent victim told BBB.
org/ScamTracker that she used 
voice search to find and call 
customer service for a major 
airline. She wanted to change 
her seat on an upcoming flight, 
but the scammer tried to trick 
her into paying $400 in pre-
paid gift cards by insisting the 
airline was running a special 
promotion. In another report, 
a consumer used Siri to call 
what he thought was the sup -
port number for his printer. 
Instead, he found himself in a 
tech support scam.

Tips to Avoid This Scam
 •Be careful when searching 
for support phone numbers. 
Rather than doing an online 
search or letting your smart 
device look up a number, use 
the contact information on 
the business’s website (dou -
ble-check the URL), on your 
bill, or in your confirmation 
email.
 •Beware of fake ads. 
Scammers make ads with fake 
customer service numbers. 
Using voice search to find a 
number can make it harder to 
tell a phony listing from the 
real one. Get your information 
from the official company web -
site or official correspondence.
 •Make payments with your 
credit card. It’s easier to dis -

pute a credit card payment. 
Paying by wire transfer or pre-
paid debit card is like using 
cash. There is almost nothing 
you can do to get the money 
back.

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The story of  food
 If you’re like my family, 
you don’t have much reason 
or opportunity to have a regu -
lar discussion with the people 
responsible for growing and 
raising our food. We order our 
beef from a local meat locker 
every year and supplement it 
with occasional trips to a local 
butcher. Outside of that, all of 
our food comes from the gro -
cery store.
 I recently asked my wife, 
“When was the last time you 
talked to a farmer or rancher?” 
She couldn’t remember the last 
conversation she had with a 
farmer. Prior to joining Kansas 
Farm Bureau, I’d have a simi -
lar struggle.
 My background is like my 
wife’s. We are both removed 
from farm families in rural 
Kansas, though we grew up on 
opposite ends of the state. If the 
two of us have trouble connect -
ing with the people growing 
our food, I can only imagine 
the struggles others face.
 While our communication 
might be lacking, one thing 
that isn’t is our access to food. 
I can’t think of the last time I 
left a grocery store without an 
item I wanted. In fact, I usually 
buy more than I need – as my 
waistline indicates.
 I’ve heard the repeated 
pleas for farmers and ranchers 
to tell their stories. It’s good 
advice, but any conversation 
requires at least two partici -
pants. While farmers weren’t 
telling their stories, consum -
ers didn’t exactly burn up the 
gravel roads to go knocking on 
farmhouse doors, either.
 “When I was a kid in the 
’70s and ‘80s no one was 
talking about telling our story 
to the consumer,” Greenwood 
County rancher Matt Perrier 
said. “We figured they didn’t 
care, or they knew it already. 
I think we were sorely mistak -
en.”
 The fifth-generation stock -
man said as fewer and fewer 
people grew and raised food, 
it left a void between farm -
ers and shoppers. Lacking the 
direct knowledge, consumers 
glommed onto any morsel of 
information they could.
 “I think that it’s kind of the 
perfect storm between one, the 
small percentage of people who 
actually raise our food and con -
sequently the small percentage 
of people who know any of us, 
coupled with this whole foodie 
movement … has made people 
passionate about food, and the 
story behind the food,” Perrier 
said. “These people on TV, 
their recipes aren’t any bet -
ter than the Methodist Church 
ladies’ cookbook, but they tell a 
story to go along with it.”

 Fifty or 100 years ago, people 
could have just asked grandma 
where their food came from, 
Perrier said. Because there are 
fewer farmers around, people 
have instead turned to social 
media.
 “Consequently, the people 
who do want to tell a story 
about animal agriculture or 
agriculture in general, they 
are probably the loudest sto -
rytellers of all,” Perrier said. 
“Quite often that’s not a story 
that’s very representative of 
most of our farms and ranches 
in America.”
It’s a compelling one. Through 
a combination of technology 
and market efficiency, all con -
sumers see is what appears to 
be an endless supply of food.
 “When you don’t have to 
face the option of, ‘Do we have 
something to eat or don’t we?’ 
we get pretty picky,” Perrier 
said.
 Picky or not, today’s farm -
ers and ranchers are doing a 
better job of reaching consum -
ers, Perrier said.
 “We can tell it very well,” he 
said. “We just have to do it.”

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Business pop-ups can work for you
 Before long Halloween will 
be upon us, and one of the 
coolest examples of how to sell 
more stuff.
 Holidays (if you can call 
Halloween a holiday) pres -
ent the ultimate in urgen -
cy for small business people. 
Valentine’s Day, for instance, is 
a rush and hustle up until 12:01 
on Feb. 15, and then Valentine’s 
cards, candy and left over roses 
are nothing but clearance rack 
fodder.
 But you’ve seen these pop-
up Halloween stores – they 
sign ultra-short (30 or 60-day) 
leases in strip malls or vacant 
mall frontage to “pop up” just 
during the season a few weeks 
before Halloween, and hawk 
costumes and spooky items 
for only a short period of time 
before shutting down.
 It’s an idea that can work in 
a lot of industries, and maybe 

also for product lines you carry 
that have a short but exuberant 
seasonality. You can “pop up” 
with your own specific product 
line in another building, a tent 
on a vacant lot or even tempo -
rarily revamp the inside and 
outside of your store with temp 
design to be a “pop-up” without 
even moving the cash register.
 Think a pop-up bikini or 
swimsuit blitz in the spring 
if you sell women’s fashions; 
fresh produce in a furniture 

store parking lot in the early 
summer; same for home sup -
plies or electronics, even a 
restaurant that might jump off -
site for an outdoors pancake 
festival – the idea is to “pop-
up” during the hottest sales 
season and forego the expense 
of maintaining the retail space 
the rest of the year. There is 
even a business model that rec -
ommends nothing but diving 
into and out of a number of 
these specialty seasonal pop-
ups throughout the year.
 With the right formula, 
product line and a well-laid out 
plan that allows you to move 
fast, you can use the pop-up 
approach to sell more stuff.
