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UVALDE, Texas – In the wake of 
the Robb Elementary School shoot -
ing in Uvalde, Texas, the Texas 
Legislature issued a damning report 
which found “systemic failures” 
across both the police response and 
the culture within the school itself.  
 The report was careful to point 
out it found no “villains” among 
either school leaders or the police 
but stated: “There is no one to 
whom we can attribute malice or ill 
motives. Instead, we found systemic 
failures and egregiously poor deci -
sion making.”
 In addition to the failures of the 
police, the Uvalde report notes a 
“regrettable culture of noncom -
pliance by school personnel who 
frequently propped doors open and 
deliberately circumvented locks. 
At a minimum, school adminis -
trators and school district police 
tacitly condoned this behavior as 
they were aware of these unsafe 

practices and did not treat them as 
serious infractions requiring imme -
diate correction. In fact, the school 
actually suggested circumventing 
the locks as a solution for the con -
venience of substitute teachers and 
others who lacked their own keys.”

Assessing school safety in Kansas
 following Uvalde shooting

Late last month — with the new 
school year looming — the Sentinel 
reached out to the superintendents 
of 15 districts, large and small, 
across the state to ask if they had 
read the report and if they were 
incorporating the lessons learned 
into their security plans.
 Only four responded, and two of 
them dodged the questions.
 Ulysses, Olathe, Pittsburg, Derby, 
Blue Valley, Dodge City, Gardner-
Edgerton, Columbus, Kansas City, 
Labette County, and Topeka ignored 
our inquiry.
 Only two of those that respond -
ed, Salina and Manhattan-Ogden, 
addressed the Sentinel’s questions 
directly.  Goddard directed us to the 
chief of the district police depart -
ment. Wichita said the district’s 
director of safety services would 
provide an interview, but that never 
materialized.

 The Sentinel asked the districts 
if their leadership teams and boards 
of education had been provided with 
a copy of the report, if their person -
nel were up to date on active shooter 
training and if safety equipment 
such as locks were in good repair 
and routinely tested.
 The Texas report on the Uvalde 
shooting found that wifi and cell 
reception were poor within the 
building and that the school’s secu -
rity fence was simply too low, at 
five feet, to be an effective barrier. 
The districts were also asked about 
those concerns.
 Salina Superintendent of Schools 
Linn Exline said her district “uses a 
variety of practices and procedures 
to promote the safety of students 
and staff.”
 Among those, she said, is having 
building-level leadership routinely 
review crisis procedures, and use 
“tabletop drills” to assess responses 
to various crisis scenarios, and that 
maintenance is prioritized.
 “We have processes in place to 
report facility issues, so they are 
promptly addressed,” she said. 
“Safety issues in our facilities are 

GARNETT – Anderson County primary 
voters in major races for the most part 
echoed the results of others statewide 
last Tuesday, with the most major excep -
tion on the Value Them Both state consti -
tutional amendment.
 Forty-four percent of Anderson 
County registered voters (2,410 out 
of 5,456) turned out to carry the VTB 
amendment vote 60 percent to 40 percent, 
about the same margin as Kansas voters 
overall defeated it.
 The Kansas vote was highly monitored 
by national policy watchers as the first 
virtual state referendum on abortion pol -
icy since the recent U.S. Supreme Court 
overturn of Roe v. Wade. In Indiana 
Friday, legislators approved a ban on 
abortions except in cases of rape, incest 
or threat to the life of the mother.
 The Kansas amendment would have 
confirmed in the state constitution that 
no right to an abortion exists either spe -
cific or inferred in the state document; 
a position asserted in a 2019 Kansas 
Supreme Court Ruling, and set the issue 
up for possible further restriction by 
Republican majority legislators.
 Local Democrats picked incumbent 
Governor Laura Kelly over challeng -
er Richard Karnowski 85-15 percent, 
Statewide Democrats gave Kelly 94 per -
cent, Karnowski 6. County Democrats 
picked Paul Buskirk as the nominee from 
among the six-candidate field to oppose 
Republican incumbent Jerry Moran. 
Buskirk placed second in the statewide 
Democrat runoff to Mark Holland 20-38 
percent of the state vote respectively.
 In the Republican primary for 3rd 
District U.S. Congress, locals picked 
Amanda Adkins over John McCaughrean 
78-22 percent. Adkins won 77-23 among 
GOP voters in the district.
 County Republicans picked Attorney 
General Derek Schmidt 74-26 percent 
over challenger Arlyn Briggs of Kincaid. 

EMPORIA – Members of the judge selection 
committee in the 5th Judicial District at 
Emporia will interview Anderson County 
Attorney Elizabeth Oliver for a judicial 
opening there, although some members 
of the committee recently expressed that 
they’d prefer not to consider her.
 The 5th Judicial District includes Lyon 
and Chase counties. 
Oliver confirmed to the 
Review last week she 
had in fact applied for 
the vacancy for a dis -
trict judgeship in the 
5th District, a vacancy 
to be created when Chief 
Judge Merlin Wheeler 
retires Sept. 3.
 Oliver was elected in 
November 2020 and is 
approaching the halfway mark of her four-
year term. Her office has run into head -
winds with budgetary concerns by county 
commissioners and staffing shortage, as 
well as criticism from police and inves -
tigators over individual cases and pleas 
they claim have been mismanaged or 
for which Oliver has hired prosecutorial 
assistance at added county expense. Oliver 
told county commissioners in October 
2021 her office was juggling Covid-related 
case delays and had a 30 percent increase 
in filings since 2020, all during a time 
when her three-person office was a staffer 
short. Oliver said she previously worked 
in the 5th District as a defense lawyer.
 “The opportunity arose, and I applied 
for it,” Oliver told the Review last week. 
“I spent over three years working in Lyon 
and Chase county. I loved serving the 
residents of the 5th Judicial District as a 
defense attorney.”
 But members of the judge selection 
panel were reticent to encourage Oliver, 
who lives in Ottawa, with an interview 
for the position, according to a story in the 
Emporia Gazette last week. The concern 
was that Oliver’s lack of tenure in any one 

OVERLAND PARK – Political endorse -
ments from county sheriffs in the 3rd 
U.S. Congressional District, which 
includes Anderson County, have 
become a “thing” in the congressional 
race and a point of aggravation for at 
least one organization supporting the 
Democrat in the contest.
 Republican Amanda Adkins won 
her primary race handily over chal -
lenger John McCaughrean with 77 per -
cent of the vote after gaining endorse -
ments from Johnson County Sheriff 
Calvin Hayden and Franklin County 
Sheriff Jeff Richards.

in Johnson County elections in 2020, 
particularly a surge in Democrat reg -
istrations between 2016 and 2020. The 

sheriff’s department 
said it received 200 
tips related to elec -
tion fraud. So far 
there have been no 
prosecutions.
 So the 
DCCC has assailed 
Adkins’ campaign 
with indulging 
an endorsement 
from what it terms 

“extreme MAGA Republicans.” 
Adkins has fired back that an attack 
on law enforcement is expected from 
her opponent, Democrat incumbent 
Sharice Davids, because Davids has a 
100 percent voting record in congress 
with the Joe Biden and Democrat 
agenda.
 Democrats have widely support -
ed Black Lives Matter activities and 
many prominent party members and 
candidates for office refused at the 
time to condemn the summer of 2020 
riots and police attacks across the 
nation that destroyed an estimated 
1-2 billion dollars in property and the 
deaths of some 30 people. Davids told a 
crowd at a KCMO protest in June 2020 
she “stood in solidarity” with peace -

Price and Value

 “Price is what you pay, 
value is what you get,” Warren 
Buffet is fond of saying. That 
line was running through my 
head recently as my wife and 
I were preparing to have some 
flooring replaced in our kitch -
en and living room.
 We had moved all the fur -
niture out of the way and 
thought we might try to speed 
the process along, and save a 
little money, by starting the 
demolition process ourselves. 
The floating floor we installed 
in the kitchen when we first 
moved in came out without any 
problem. The linoleum under -
neath was a different story.
 Actually, it turned out 
there were two layers of vinyl 
covering. After working up a 
sweat removing a small sec -
tion of flooring that was atom -
ically bonded to the subfloor, 
we decided the cost savings 
weren’t as valuable as we ini -
tially thought. We left the rest 
to the professionals.
 It’s a good reminder that 
price is only one side of the 
equation, and it’s difficult to 
judge the utility of something 
by only looking at half the cal -
culation. It’s something I hope 
everyone keeps in the back of 
their minds as budget season 
for cities, counties and school 
districts is in full swing.
 In the coming weeks the 

majority of Kansans are like -
ly to receive letters from at 
least one of these governing 
bodies of their intent to raise 
property taxes. These notices 
will include the value of your 
property, the tax you paid in 
the last year and a variety of 
other information. The date, 
time and location of a public 
hearing on the budget also will 
be included, and that’s where 
community members can offer 
their input on the proposed tax 
increase.
 The direct notices are rel -
atively new and add an extra 
layer of transparency to the 
usual public notices published 
in a local newspaper and post -
ed on government websites. 
Hopefully they’ll function as 
intended and spur more public 
feedback on budgets. Whether 
it’s through people attending 
the public hearings or having 
private conversations with 
county commissioners, city 
councilors or school board 
members, more engagement in 
the process will help ensure the 

taxes levied match the value 
of services the community 
desires.
 I will note that these conver -
sations should be approached 
with a degree of caution because 
the public hearing is toward the 
end of a months-long process of 
drafting a budget and setting 
tax rates. If, for some reason, 
you’re hoping for a larger tax 
increase than proposed, you’re 
going to be out of luck since the 
maximum mill levy will have 
already been established. But 
public pressure can still lower 
the levy and reduce tax bills if 
elected officials are persuaded 
to do so.
 Officials have to strike a bal -
ance between the services the 
public wants at a price they’re 
willing to pay. The wants are 
often well intentioned, even 
reasonable, but they’re also 
unlimited. The appetite for tax 

increases is usually more sub -
dued, at least by the public.
 When offering your opin -
ion on a budget, keep in mind 
the other side of the equation. 
Cutting taxes is popular until 
it results in service reductions. 
The same way saving money on 
a new floor sounds like a good 
idea until you’re on the ground 
with a pry bar trying to pull off 
two layers of linoleum. I have 
no doubt some are willing to 
pay that price. I, on the other 
hand, discovered that getting 
the lowest bid possible isn’t 
always the greatest value.

 Virginia Governor Glenn Youngkin’s bleak 
but refreshingly honest end-of-the-school-year 
report on K-12 education in the commonwealth 
focused on many of the issues facing public 
schools in Kansas and stands in stark contrast 
to the rosy (false) picture painted recently by the 
Kansas Association of School Boards.
 While the new governor of the Old Dominion 
and his education officials lamented lowered 
expectations, declining achievement, and divi -
sive practices in a report originally aired on 
WUSA9 in Washington, D. C., KASB claims 
Kansas schools “rank 10th in the nation on a 
weighted average of 16 educational outcomes.”  
But by every national measure of achievement, 
Kansas is below average in a nation that doesn’t 
perform very well.  For example, only 21% 
of Kansas graduates who took the ACT were 
college-ready in English, Reading, Math, and 
Science; scores for the major demographic 
groups all ranked in the low 30s.
 State assessment results also reflect low 
achievement levels.  About a third of all students 
are below grade level in math and English lan -
guage arts, and only about a third are proficient.
 Kansas legislators derided KASB’s deceptive 
claims about educational achievement.
Renee Erickson is vice-chair of the Senate 
Education Committee:
 “Virginia has it right. If Kansas is serious 
about leading the world in the success of each 
student (KSDE’s vision), it starts by having 
an honest and thorough assessment of what 
matters to student success. Spoiler alert – it 
has nothing to do with the report that professes 
Kansas’ education system ranks in the top 10 in 
the country.
 “First, consider the source. KASB produced 
the report.  KASB is not going to bite the hand 
that feeds it to the tune of millions of dollars a 
year. They must spin the numbers and narrative 
or risk self-incrimination and killing their cash 
cow.
 If you dig into the specifics of how they came 
up with the weighted rankings, their despera -
tion to cover the truth is clear. Here are ques -
tions the report should have addressed:
 The report ranks graduation rate as one of the 
top three indicators. Are graduation rates objec -
tive or subjective? Are all graduation require -
ments the same? How many students graduate 
and must take remedial classes for post-second -
ary coursework? 
 Another ranking equal to academic achieve -
ment is how many students enroll in a post-sec -
ondary program. Again, how many must take 
remedial classes, and at what cost to the student 

to be prepared for this higher-level coursework?
The third main area is academic achievement. 
Is academic performance on any objective mea -
sure (state assessments, NAEP, ACT) increasing 
or decreasing? Is spending per pupil increasing 
or decreasing (per their assertion that more 
money equals higher academic achievement)?
“If our public school system is one of the best in 
the country, why do KASB and KSDE fight, rath -
er than welcome, competition? If Kansas is in 
the top 10 with approximately 1 in 5 high school 
graduates demonstrating college readiness on 
the ACT at a cost of over $7.3 billion dollars a 
year, what does that say about our state and 
nation as a whole?
 “Kansans, especially parents, deserve trans -
parent and honest answers from the people in 
charge of our education system. Instead, we 
get an example of what Mark Twain described: 
“Facts are stubborn, but statistics are more pli -
able.”
 Echoing those sentiments is Rep. Susan 
Humphries, chair of the House Higher Education 
Budget Committee. She says the report is mis -
leading:
 “19%-25% of low-income students in our 
state are proficient in NAEP-assessed Math and 
Reading.  This ranks us 20th and 34th nation -
ally (respectively).  Higher-income students do 
better, at 44% and 57% proficient, respectively, 
and ranking 19th and 30th nationally.  Does that 
sound like top 10?
 “One measure of the “weighted-average 16” 
outcomes is graduation rates.  We give awards 
to schools with 93% graduation rates, while our 
2021 ACT result indicated only 25% of white 
Kansas students are college ready, and only 9% 
and 5% are ready among their Hispanic and

Schumer is getting puffed up by the media 
as a presidency-revitalizing achievement for 
President Joe Biden, when in reality it is 
the detritus of his stymied legislative agen -
da hastily thrown together in an incoherent 
muddle, under a deceptive name. 
 A signature of Biden’s legislative strategy 
has been pursuing sweeping legislation that 
has nothing to do with the actual concerns of 
voters. Worried about inflation? Don’t worry, 
we have a partisan, enormously ambitious 
voting rights bill, police reform bill, or new 
multi-trillion-dollar spending bill just for you.
 Thankfully, Manchin significantly bid 
down what Biden and the rest of the party 
initially wanted to spend on so-called “Build 
Back Better.” Otherwise, the new deal is as 
much of a non sequitur as ever. At a time 
of inflation, it offers hundreds of billions of 
new spending. As the economy dips into a 
recession or close to one, it offers hundreds 
of billions in new taxes. And its main element 
is more green energy spending, when the cli -
mate is far down the priority list for voters. 
  None of this makes much sense. According 
to the estimate of the Penn Wharton Budget 
Model, the act would very slightly increase 
inflation in the near-term, when inflation is 
a problem, and very slightly decrease it after 
2024, when -- one hopes -- it will already have 
fallen.
 That’s just some random model, you say?  

 Well, Manchin used to rely on it.
 Manchin brags about the $300 billion in 
deficit reduction over 10 years, which is sup -
posed to be one of the bill’s counterinflation -
ary bragging points. Just a week or so ago, 
though, the senator voted for the Senate’s $280 
billion “Chips and Science” bill. What the 
West Virginia solon giveth with one hand, he 
taketh away with another.
 Surely, Democrats will keep the new spend -
ing coming to the extent they can.
 Manchin deserves credit for sounding the 
alarm about inflation when Democrats were 
still in denial. TITLE: Nonetheless, his own 
record isn’t exactly sterling. Last year, he 
voted for the $1.9 billion “rescue plan” that 
had some role in worsening inflation. Now, he 
claims to be tackling this inflation via fiscal 
rectitude while he freely spends more money.
 In short, Manchin is an arsonist who shows 
up to put out the fire with a leaky hose.
 The tax piece isn’t any better. The 15% cor -

porate income tax will hit manufacturers par -
ticularly hard, including the semiconductor 
manufacturers that Manchin and the Senate 
just went out of their way to subsidize. Again, 
which is it -- do those companies deserve to be 
subsidized more, or taxed more?
 Manchin implausibly denies the tax 
increase is a tax increase. He calls it closing 
a loophole, a classic Beltway euphemism for a 
tax hike. 
 Also, he further denies that the bill increas -
es taxes on those making less than $200,000 a 
year, despite the Joint Committee on Taxation 
finding exactly that. The committee estimates 
that people making between $50,000 and 
$75,000 would see a .8% increase next year. 
 Then there’s the issue that the additional 
corporate tax is a disincentive to business 
investment when more of it is desperately 
needed. Inflation results from demand out -
stripping supply, so it is imperative that gov -
ernment get out of the way of business creat -
ing more supply. 
 Finally, Manchin said in 2010, “I don’t 
think, during the time of recession, you mess 
with any of the taxes or increase any taxes.” 
He has apparently suspended that rule until 
further notice. 
 At the end of the day, all of this is a coun -
terproductive waste, but it could have been 
much worse. The bill isn’t going to remake 
Biden’s foundering presidency, but it will 
make Democratic activists feel a little better 
-- Joe Manchin’s contribution to the republic.

OSAWATOMIE – An 
Osawatomie police officer 
became ill and was transported 
to an area hospital after being 
exposed to an unknown sub -
stance believed to be fentanyl 
during a traffic stop in the 800 
block of First Street on Tuesday, 
Aug. 2, in Osawatomie.
 The traffic stop led to a 
subsequent investigation for 
suspected driving under the 
influence at 4:07 p.m. Tuesday. 
During contact with a suspect, 
the officer became ill and dis -
oriented, exhibiting symptoms 
consistent with high-level opi -
oid exposure, according to the 
police department.
 The officer was transported 

by Miami County EMS ambu -
lance to Olathe Medical Center 
for emergency treatment for 
potential opioid poisoning. At 
this time, the officer is still 
receiving treatment and recov -
ering from the incident, accord -
ing to the department.
 The unknown substance was 
field tested with a presumptive 
positive result for fentanyl, a 
synthetic opioid, according to 
the department.
 One suspect was taken into 
custody on charges of posses -
sion of a controlled substance, 
possession of certain stimu -
lants, driving under the influ -
ence and possession of drug 
paraphernalia, according to 
the department.
 A public safety bulletin 

issued Thursday, Aug. 4, by 
the police department noted an 
extremely small dose of just 2 
milligrams of fentanyl can be 
life-threatening and requires 
immediate medical care.
 Fentanyl exposure may 
commonly occur through skin 
contact, inhalation or inges -
tion, according to the bulletin. 
Symptoms of fentanyl exposure 
may include shallow breath -
ing, confusion, lessened alert -
ness and loss of consciousness.
 In the bulletin, Police Chief 
David Stuteville urged people 
to use extreme caution if com -
ing into contact with unknown 
substances and contact emer -
gency services immediately if 
you suspect an exposure.

OLIVER...D.A.R.E. graduates 18 new officers at KLETC

HUTCHINSON, KS - 18 
new D.A.R.E. (Drug Abuse 
Resistance Education) offi -
cers graduated today from 
the D.A.R.E. Officer Training 
(DOT) at the Kansas Law 
Enforcement Training Center 
(KLETC). The program is an 
intensive two-week course 
designed using current educa -
tional philosophies and princi -
ples that enhance the transfer 
of decision-making and criti -
cal thinking skills. 
  Program graduates 
received a working knowl -
edge of the elementary, mid -
dle school and high school 
D.A.R.E. curricula. They also 
received an overview of top -

ics including opioids, over-
the-counter and prescription 
drugs, vaping in middle and 
high school, and teen men -
tal health lessons created by 
the American Foundation for 
Suicide Prevention.
  D.A.R.E was founded in 1983 
in Los Angeles, California. It’s 
an education program that 
teaches students about the 
impact of drugs and violent 
behavior. 
  “I’m proud of the men and 
women who accepted the 
call to become D.A.R.E. offi -
cers,” said KLETC Executive 
Director Darin Beck. “The 
importance of D.A.R.E. and 
how it opens up a dialogue 

between the school, law 
enforcement, and parents can 
not be understated.”
  Jeff Smith, the Head 
Training Facilitator for the 
D.A.R.E. training team, has 
been with D.A.R.E. for 30 
years. He facilitates six to ten 
training programs a year and 
enjoyed being able to work 
with young police officers.
  “It’s a paradigm shift for the 
officers, going from the streets 
and the negativity that’s out 
there to going into a classroom 
full of kids that are willing 
and accepting to listen to you,” 
Smith said. “Hopefully we can 
change the future of some chil -
dren."

spot made her more likely to not 
remain long in the post if she was 
approved.
 “One of these applicants is from 
out-of-county.

 Should Oliver receive and 
accept the appointment before the 
end of her term, it would be up to 
the Anderson County Republican 
Party Central Committee to 
appoint her replacement.
Also on the slate for judge inter -
views are Douglas Jones from 
Cottonwood Falls, Laura Miser 
from Emporia and Jeremy Dorsey 
of Emporia. Public interviews will 
be held at 8:30 A.M. Thursday at 
the Lyon County Courthouse in 
Emporia.

K-State official urges drivers to be alert in rural areas
MANHATTAN, Kan. – The 
leader of a program that pro -
motes safety on the farm and 
in rural areas is encouraging 
drivers to remain alert in areas 
where farm equipment is likely 
to be on the roads.
 Tawnie Larson, the state’s 
coordinator of the Rollover 
Protection Structure (ROPS) 
program at Kansas State 
University, said accidents 
between vehicles and farm 
machinery is more likely to 
happen during planting and 
harvesting time because more 
equipment is likely to be on the 
roads.
 “Most accidents are pre -
ventable,” Larson said, noting 
that a 2016 study administered 
by the National Highway 
Transportation Safety 
Administration found that 
human error accounts for 94% 
to 96% of all auto accidents.
 Collisions between farm 
equipment and passenger 

vehicles can result in pricey 
repairs to vehicles and equip -
ment, but in a worst case, also 
result in loss of life. According 
to the Central States Center 
for Agricultural Safety and 
Health, there have been more 
than 10 fatalities and 30 serious 
injuries since 2012 on Kansas 
roadways involving passenger 
vehicles and farm equipment.
 “Many accidents include 
passenger vehicles rear-ending 
machinery as it travels on the 
roadways or misjudging the 
width of equipment,” Larson 
said. “Farmers do not like to 
drive machinery on the roads, 
but sometimes it is required to 
get equipment from one field to 
another.
 To prevent accidents, 
CS-CASH’s recommendations 
include:
 •Never pass farm equipment 
while in no-passing zones.
 •Slow down and be patient 
when encountering farm equip -

ment on roadways.
 •Use turn signals so the 
equipment operator knows 
that you are passing.
 Larson notes that rural 
roads are often narrow, hilly, 
steep and curvy with little to 
no shoulders. When driving on 
a two-lane road, she says:
 •Be alert and avoid distrac -
tions.
 •Watch ahead for large 
equipment and trucks entering 
and exiting the road.
 •Slow down as soon as you 
spot a piece of equipment on 
the road.
 •Be aware of the orange tri -
angular slow-moving vehicle 
(SMV) signs.
 Kansas Farm Bureau pub -
lishes additional safety tips for 
drivers of non-farm vehicles:
 •Give tractors and combines 
plenty of room to operate. 
Expect them to take wide turns 
and even travel into both lanes 
to properly turn.

 •Don’t pull in front of farm 
equipment and suddenly slow 
down. The tractor may be tow -
ing heavy machinery, making 
quick stopping impossible.
 •Be aware of slow moving 
vehicles. Expect farm equip -
ment and tractors to travel at 
a much slower rate – between 
5-15 miles per hour.
 •Watch for hand signals and 
other ways a farmer or rancher 
may try to communicate with 
you.
 Those who operate farm 
equipment should make sure 
lights and flashers are work -
ing properly; know the height 
of the vehicle they’re driving; 
take care when traveling on 
public roads; and communicate 
with fellow motorists using 
whatever signals possible.
 More safety topics and infor -
mation on the Kansas Rollover 
Protection Structure program 
is available online.
